Bury Gateway Mission Statement
Bury Gateway exists to advance the personal development of people with learning disabilities through a diverse range of opportunities,   promoting personal choice and independence and encouraging their full participation, integration and  involvement in their organisation and community.

Drop-in: Monday-Friday, 9.30am-12.00pm

Monday to Friday we hold a Drop-in. This is used by about 15-18 people daily, and around thirty    people over the week. People have the opportunity to buy breakfast, get a tea or coffee. Each day we have a variety of activities to become involved with. On Monday and Friday afternoons approximately 7 members will go with a member of staff to the local gym to use the all their facilities, while on Wednesdays many will take part in our weekly cooking activity. This allows them to not only improve on their skills but improve their cooking confidence and overall self esteem. We usually have a tutor from Bury College who provides sessions each week, for instance literacy or drama.

The Drop-in is mainly for people who do not use Day services and many live in their own homes and struggle to cope. Their self-esteem and confidence are very low and all our activities are aimed to build up these attributes.
Social Evening: Every Thursday, 7.00pm-9.30pm

This is the place to meet.  We offer music, pool, air hockey, table tennis, computer   facilities, table football, dominoes, arts and crafts as well as a bar and snack bar. This is where people meet friends, make friends and chat about anything. For many this is an important part of their week where they have an independent night out. We also organise nights out, and holidays.  
Juniors for 8 to 13 year olds: Every Wednesday, 3.30pm-5.30pm

Our junior club is open every Wednesday after school. It is held at The Mosses Centre. It allows younger members to not only come and meet or make friends, but to get involved in activities that they may normally not have a chance to do. 

Meaningful Short Breaks for 13-19 year olds: Every Thursday, 4.00pm-7.00pm

Meaningful Short Breaks allows teenagers who have learning disabilities to come have fun, tea and socialise, whilst allowing parents to have three hours of valuable respite.
Advocacy this is a developing part of our organisation.  Our services are sought by the local authority for us to be advocates for groups and also individuals. We see this as a growing part of our organisation. We support people who need advocacy at meetings. For example with statutory authorities, police, courts etc. Some are supported because they lack confidence and require support to speak up for themselves.
