provide a new urgent care services, giving
people of Bury an alternative to A&E for
many urgent care needs are also in place.

Bury Adult Social Care services have been
Moorgate New Health Centre working in partnership with local NHS
services to ensure people are return to their
homes safely. This year has seen the introduction of personal budgets for people with long
term conditions, this is a way of giving people greater control over the services they use and
who provides them.

One of the key areas we have been working on i
which we have established by listening to local people. This work is on-going and aims to help

find and improve the way in which we receive information from both the health and social care
services.

As board members we are not paid for our work which we feel is key to ensuring our independ-
ence, our board members take their role seriously, have and continue to commit many hours in
helping the LINk perform its duties.
